The Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Orissa Rule 2002

CHAPTER-I
PRELIMINARY

Short title and commencement.
(1) These rules may be called the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Orissa Rules, 2002.

2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
Definitions in these rules, unless the context otherwise requires
2. (&) "Act" means the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection
of Children) Act, 2002 ;

(b) "Adoption" means taking custody and responsibility permanently of a child/ juvenile
covered by this Act, who will have all the rights and previleges of a naturatbibd;

(c) "Government" means the State Government of Orissa;

(d) "Form" means the form annexed to these rules;

(e) "Institution" for the purpose of these rules, means an observation home or a special home
or a children's home or a shelter home set up under Sections 8, 9, 34 and 37 of the Act ;

(f) -Officer-in-chage" means a person appointed for the control and management of
institution certified orecognizedas such under the Act;

(g) "Section" means a section of the Act; and

(h) "Words and expressions" used in these rules but not defined, unless theathpisite
requires, shall have the same meaning as assigned to them in the Act.

()"best interest of the child" means a decision taken to ensure the physical emotional,
intellectual, social and moral development of juvenile or child;

(k)"child friendly" means any process and interpretation, attitude, environment and tredtraest,
humane, considerate and in the best interest of the child;

(h"Community service" implies service rendered to the society by juveniles in conflict wiih laau
of other Judicial remedies and penalties, which is not degradindednananizing. Exampseof this
may include:

() Cleaning a park;
(i)  Getting involved with Habitat for Humanity;

(i)  Serving the elderly in nursing homes;



(iv) Helping out a local fire or police department;

(v) Helping outa local hospital or nursing home; and

(vi) Servingdisabled children ..

(m) "Detention" in case of juveniles in conflict with law means "protective custody" in linethéth
principles of restorative justice;

(n) "individual care plan" is a comprehensive development plan for a juvenile or child baagd specific and
gender specific needs and the case history of the juvenile or child, prepamasirtation with the juvenile or
child, in order to restore the juvenile's or child's ssdfeem,dignity and seHworth and nurture him into a
responsiblesitizen and accordingly the plan shatldress the following needs of a juvenile or a child:

(i) Health needs;

(i) Emotional and psychological needs;

(i) Educational and training needs;

(iv) Leisure, creativity and play,

(v) Attachments and relationships;

(vi) Protection from all kinds of abuse, neglect and maltreatment;
(vii) Social mainstreaming; and

(viil) Follow-up post release and restoration.

(t) "street and working children" means children without ostensible means of livelihood pecarection and

support in accordance with the provisions laid down under clause (d) &ectdn 2 of the Act;

(u) "surrendered child" means a child, whothe opinion of the Committee, is relinquished account of

physical, emotional and social factors beyond the contro

CHAPTER- I
JUVENILE IN CONFLICT WITH LAW

3. (1) The Board shall consist of a Metropolitan Magistrate or a Judicial Magistrate of the first class as the

case may be and two social workers of whom at least one shall be a woman, forming a bench.

(2) Every such bench shall have the powers conferred by the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (2 of
1974).

(3) (a) A Magistrate with special knowledge/training in child psychology or child welfare shall be
appointedas Principal Magistrate of tliivenileJustice Board.

(b) In case the Principal Magistrate with such special knowledge and training is not available, then the

Government shall provide for short term training for such Magistrate.

(4) The two social workers, of whom at least one shall be a wowtao shall be appointed by thelection
committee setup under ruiH*

(5) The Government in Home Department shall take into consideration a panel of names to be
recommended, who coul@bonsidered for selection of social worker for the Board.

(6) The social workr to be appointed as a Membertlas Board shall be a person who has been actively
engaged in planning implementing and administering healthagdo®r other welfaractivities pertaining

to children for at least seven years.

(7) The Board shall have tenure of three years and the appointment of members shall be coterminous with

the tenure ofhe Board.

(8) A social worker to b&lember of the Board shall be eligiblerfappointment for a maximum of two

terms and shall not be more théfyears at the time of first appointment.

(9) The Board shall hold its sittings in the premiseamObservation Home and shall meet ahthe
working days of a week. Or,

under the Act, and in no circumstances shall be the Board operate for within any court premises .
(b)The premises where the Board holds its sittings shall be-fchgtly and shall not look like court
room in any manner whatsoever; for example, the Board shall noh sitised platformand the sitting
arrangement shall be uniform, and there dtwlho witness box .

(13)Any extension of the tenure of members of the Board shall be on the basis of their
performance appraisal by the District Child Protection Unit of the State Government / State Govt. on the
recommendation of a Selection Committee constituted for the puigusehe performancappraisal

of members of the Board shall necessarily assess their participation in the proceédieg8oard and

contribution in case disposal.

(14). Any vacancy in the Board may be filled by appointment of another person from the panel of names
prepared by the Selection Committee, and shall hold office for the remaining ternBothe

(15). Qualifications for Members of the Boardd (1) The socialvorker to be appointed as a member of
the Board shall be a person not less than 35 years of age, who haggeagoatedegree in social work,
health, education, psychology, child development or any other ssgice discipline and has been
actively involved and engaged in planning, implementing addhinistering measures relating to child
welfare for at least seven years.

(2)No person shall be considered for selection as a Member of the Board, if he,
(a)has been convicted under any law;

(b) have evemdulged in child abuse or employment of child labour or any other human vigtasons or
immoral act;
(c)is holding such other occupation that does not allow him to give necessary time and attention to the work

of the Board
(d) does not fulfill thequalification and experience prescribed in the Act and the rules madeititiereand

in such a case the Selection Committee shall after due inquiry and on establishsneht fafct, reject his



application and recommend the name of the next person thertist of names prepared for filling the
vacancies. 0.

*fi 3 Functioning of the Board.d The Board shall perform the following functions to achiéhve
objectives of the Act, namely :

(&) Adjudicate and dispose cases of juveniles in conflict with law;

(b) Take cognizance of crimes committed under section 23 to 28 of the Act;

(c) Monitoring institutions for juveniles in conflict with law and seeking compliance ffeam in cases

of any noticeable lapses and improvement based on suggestionsBufatite

(d) Deal with noncompliance on the part of concerned Government functiesa or
functionaries of voluntary organizations, as the case may be, in accordance wjttockss of law ;
(e) Pass necessary direction to the district authority and Police to create or pnecelsary
infrastructure or facilities so that minimum stiands of justice .
() Maintain liaison with the Committee in respect of cases needing care and protection;
(g) Liaison with Boards in other districts to facilitate speedy inquiry and disposal of thasegh due
process of law;
(h) Take suitable actionof dealing with unforeseen situations that may arise in the
implementation of the Act and remove such difficulties in the best interest of the juvenile;
(i) Send quarterly information about juveniles in conflict with law produced before thethgto
District, State Child Protection Unit, thHatate Government and also to the Chiedlicial Magistrate
or Chief Metropolitan Magistrate for review under sdztion(2) of section 14 of the Act;

4. (1) The Government/Volunta@rganizatiorshall set separate observation homes fgstamd girls.
Separate special Honsiall be set up for girls above the age of 10 years and boys in the groups of 11

15 and 1618 years as required.

(2) The followingprocedure shall be followed in respethewly admitted juveniles :
(a) Receiving and search;

(b) Haircut (Unless prohibited by religion), issue @ifdtry items;

(c) Disinfection and storing of juvenilgXrsonal belongingnd other valuables;

(d) Bath;



(e) Issue of new set of clothes, bedding and other outfit and equipment (As per rules and scales);
() Medical examination and treatment, where necessary. Any juvenile suspected to be suffering from
contagious/infectious diseases, mental ailmeddiction, etc., shall be immediately segregated in specially

earmarked dormitories or wards or hospitals.

(g) Attending to immediate and urgent needs of the juvenile's like interview letter to parent (s) personal

problems etc., and

(h) Verification bythe Officerin-charge of order of the Juvenile Justice Board, identification marks,

register entries, cash, property, etc.

(3) Each institution shall follow the following schedule for newly admitted juveniles :
(a) Health, Sanitation, Hygiene;

(b) Institutional discipline and standardshahavior respect for elders, teacherts.;
(c) Selfimprovement opportunities; and

(d) Responsibilities and obligations.

(4) A case history of the juvenile admitted to an institutios h a | | be inmBormitX4i ned
r e g ul a which anay give information regarding their sociltural and economic background.
This information may be collected through all possible and available sources, including home, parents
or guardians, employer, school, friends aedhmunity. The educational level and vocational aptitude
may also be assessed on the basis of test and interview conducted by the teacher, the workshop
supervisor and other technical staff. The appropriate linkages may also be established with outside
spedalists and communitpased welfare agencies, psychologist, psychiatrist, child guidance clinic,
hospital and local doctors, open school Jan Sikshan Sansthan etc.
(5) All residents in the institution shall be given work like

(a) selthelp in maintaining their own establishment;

(b) cleaning of open spaces, gardening, etc.;

(c) preliminary operations for crafts.

(6) A well-rounded programme of prelease planning and follow up of cases discharged from special
homes shall be organised in all institutions in close collaboration with existing Governmental and

Voluntary Welfare Organisations.

* A ( An)individual cae plan for every juvenile or child in institutional care' shalldeveloped
with the ultimate aim of the child being rehabilitated andntegrated based atmeir case history,
circumstances and individual needs and the individual care plan shaltiag® on following
guidelines:

(a) the Officerin-charge, counselor along with the child welfare officer or caseker, or
social worker shall prepare an individual care plan for every child institution with in one month of
his admittance as per FOXI;

(b) all care plans shall include a plan for the juvenile's or child's restoration, rehabilitation,



reintegration and follow up;

(c) the care plan shall be reviewed quarterly by the Management Committeg seder rule
55 of these rules for appropriate development and rehabilitatotuding options for release

or restoréion to family or foster care or adoption;
(d) juveniles or children shall be consulted while determining their care plan;

(e) continuity of care plan shall be ensured in cases of transfer or repatriatione ert or at i on. 0.

5. Each institution shall have a wedigulated daily routine for the juveniles, which should be displayed
and should provide, among other aspects, for regulated and disciplined life, personal hygiene and
cleaniiness, physical exercise, educationalselgsvocational training, organizeecreation and games,

moral education, group activitiegrayerand community singing. Special programmes may be organised
for Sunday and holidays.

6. The Government shall prepare diet scale for juveniles in consultation with nutrition experts so that the
diet becomes balanced nutritious and varied. Special diet may be provided on holidays and festivals and to
the sick juveniles as required.

7. Each juvenile shall be provided with clothing and bedding including customarygenaents, towels,

jersey for witer,schod uniform for juveniles attending outside schools, durry, bedsheets, blanket, pillow,
chappal or shoesitensilsas required, and tootiowder, soap, oil, comb, etc., as per the scale laid down by
the State Government from time to time.

8. Eachinstitution shall have the following facilities :

(a) Sufficient and treatedfinking water;

(b) Sufficient water for bathing and washing clothes maintenance and cleanliness of the premises;

(c) Proper drainage system;
(d) Arrangements for disposal of garbage;

(e) Protection from mosquitoes;
(f) Sufficient number of latrines in the proportion of ( least one latrine for seven children;

(g) Sufficient number dbathrooms in the proportion déast one bathroom for ten children;
(h) Sufficient space for washing;

(i) Cleanlinessn the kitchen

() Fly-proof kitchen;

(k) Sunning of bedding and clothing;



(I) Cleanliness in the Medical Centre,

9. The minimum standard of accommodation shall be as folio,

to the extent possible :

(a) Dormitory: 40 square feet per juvenile

Clasroom :Sufficient accommodation

Workshop  :Sufficient work space ,

Play ground Sufficient play ,groundarea should be provided In eadhstitution according to the total
numberjuveniles in the institution

(b) The dormitorieslassrooms and workshoph havesuficient cross ventilation and light
10. (1) Each institutiorshdl provide for the necessary medical

facilities to ensuréhat

(a)egular facilities are available for the meditraatmert

(b) arrangements areatte for themmunizationcoverage; and

(c) a system is evolved for referral of serious cases to nearest cpildhor treatment centres.

(2) Each juvenile admitted in an observation home shatlicaly examined by the MedicaDfficer

within 24 hoursin specialcases within 48 hours, and also at iheetof transfer of the juvenile to special

home, within a similar period before transfer and further at other time that may be considered necessary by
the Medical Office the Officein-charge.

(3) Nosurgical treatment shall be carried out on any juvenile without the previous consent of his parent or
guardian, unless either the parent or guardian cannot be found and the condition of the juvenile is such that
any delay would, in the opinion of the Medi Officer, involve unnecessary suffering or ipjuo the

health of the juvenileProper direction to this effect must be obtained from the Juvenile Justice Board

within the shortest possible time.

(4) A health record of each juvenile in the institutgirall be maintained on the basis of quarterly medical
check up.

11.(1) Ajuvenile shall be grouped on the basis of the age, physical and mental health, length of stay order,
degree of delinquency and the character.

(2) For the above purpose, a monitoring analuationcommittee shall be constituted in each

institution consisting of the following personnel :
Officer-in-charge/ Probation Officer : Chairperson

Child Welfare Officer/D.S.W.OMember Secretary

Medical Cfficer : Member
Workshop Supervisor : Member
Instructor in Vocational / Teacher : Member

(3) This Committee shall periodically meet to consider and

(a) Custodial care, housing, place of work, areactif/ity and type of supervision required;



(b) Individual problems of juveniles, family contacts and adjustment, economic problems and institutional

adjustment, etc.;
(c) Vocational training and opportunities for employment;

(d) Education, health education, social education, acadechication, vocatimal education and moral

education;

(e) Social adjustment recreation, group work activities, guidance and counselling;

(f) Special instructions, collecting moral information and special precautions to be taken, etc.;
(g9) Review of progress and adjustimgtitutional programmes to the needs of the inmates;

(h) Planning postelease rehabilitation programme and follow up for a period of two years in collaboration
with aftercare service;
(i) Prerelease preparation;

() Release, and

(k) Any other matter which the Officén-charge may like to bring up.

12. Rewards tahe juveniles at such rates as may be fixedheymanagementf ehe homefrom time to
time may be granted kthe Officer-in-charge as aencouragement tsteadywork ard goodbehavior At
the timeof release, the reward shall be handedbroafter obtaining a properreceiptfrom the parent /
guardian who coes to tak chargeof the juvenile.

13. (1) The parents and nemglationsof the juveniles shalbe allowed tovisit oncea month @ in special
cases, mare frequently #ite discretionof Officer-in-charge. The visitindioursshall be laid dawn b the
Officer-in-charge.

(2) The receipbf letter by the juvenilesf theinstitutionshall notbe restricted and they shall haveedom
to write as many letters dbelike at allreasonabléimes.However theinstitution shall ensureéhe where
parents, guardiang oelatives ar&known, at leasione letter written by the juvenile evenyonthfar which
the postageshallprovided

(3) The Officerin-charge may peruse any letter writteynor juvenile, and may far anmgeasonghat he
considers sufficient toefuse deliveof issue the letter, magestroythe same afteregardingreasons in a
bodk mantained far theourpose

15. (1) The Officerin-charge shall see thavery juveaile received in thenstitution is searched, his

regard tadecency.

(2) In everyinstitution, a registeiof money valuables anatherarticlesfound with or an theperson 6 a

(3) The entries relating teach juvenile shall be read aver juvenile in the preseh@ewitnesswhose
signature shall bebtainin takenof the correctnessf such entries. All such entries shedluntersignedby

the Officerin-charge.

16. (1) Themorey a valuablesbelongingto a juvenilereceivedor detained in annstitution shall be
disposedbf in the ollowing manner -

(a) On arordermade by theompetentuthorityrespecof any juveiile, directing the juvenile tsent to an
institution, the Officerin-chargeshall deposit such juvenile's money together with the sale proceeds in the
manner laid down from time to time in the name of the juvenile.arhount shall be kept with tificer-
in-charge. Juvenile's valuables, clothing, beddingd other articles, if any, shall be kept in safe custody.

(b) When suchuvenileis transferred from one institution to another, all his property, valuables, shall be
sent along with the juvenile to the Offieer-charge of the institution to which he shaeen transferred
together with a full and correct statement of the desori@nd estimated value thereof.

(c) At the time of the release of such juvenile, the property or valuables kept in safe custody and the money
deposited in the name of juvenileadl be handed over to the parent or guardian, as the case may be, and an
entry made in that behalf in the register. Such entry shall be signed by the-Dffitarge.

(d) When a juvenile of an institution dies therein the property left by the decaddide money deposited

in the name of the juvenile shall be handed over by the Offieceinarge to any person who establishes his

claim thereto and executes an indemnity bond. A receipt shall be obtained from such person for having
received such propergnd the amount. If no claimant appears within a period of six months from the date

of death / escape of such juvenile, the property and amount shall be disposed of as per the decision taken by

monitoring and evaluation committee.

17.(1) Officerin-charge shall be responsible for the following :

(a) adequate security measure and periodical inspection thereof;

(b) proper maintenance of buildings and premises;

(c) prompt, firm and considerate handling of all discipline problems;
(d) careful handling of plant and ,equipment;
(e)accident preventive measures;

(f) fire preventive measures;

(g) segregation of juvenile/child suffering from contagious/ infectious diseases;
(h) proper storage and inspection of food stuffs;

(i) standby arrangements for water storage, power plan, emergency lighting, etc.



(2) In the event of an escape, the action to be taken is as follows :

(a) The Officerin-charge shall immediately send the guards in search of the juetmilaces like railway
statons,busstands and other places where the juvenile is likely to go;

(b) The parents or guardians shall be informed immediately about such escape if known

(c) A report shall be sent to the area poektation along with the details / description of thegnile, with
identification marks and a photograph; with a copy to Juvenile Justice Board and the authorities concerned;
(d) The Officerin-charge shall hold an inquiry about each escape and send his report to the Board and the
authority concerned .

(d) The Officerin-charge shall hold an inquiry about each escape and send his report t@ttieaBd the
authority concerned.

(3) On the occurrence of any case of death or suicidptbeedure to be adopted is as urider

(a) If a juvenile dies within £ hours 6 his admission to the institution an inquest and ‘posttem
examination shall be held.

(b) Whenever a sudden or violent death or death from suicide or accident takes place, immediate
information shall be given to the Officar-charge and the Medical Officer. The Offidarcharge and the
Medical Officer shall examine and inspect the deadiybin case a juvenile dies due to causes other than
natural causes or if the cause of death is not known or if the death has occurred due to suicide or violence or
accident or whenever there is any doubt or complaint or question concerning the causth of day
juvenile, the Officeiin-charge shall inform the Officén-charge of the policstation havingurisdiction

The Officerin chargeshall also immediately give intimation to nearest Magistrate empowered to hold
inquests.

(c) The Medical Officershall report to the Officein-charge about the happeniraf the natural death of a
juvenile and see that the body is decently removed to the mortuary.

(d) In case of natural death or due to iliness of juvenile of an observation hepeeiathome theOfficer-

in chargeshall obtain a report of the Medical Officer stating the cause of death. A written intimation about
the death shall be given immediately to the nearest psiat®n, Juvenile Justice Board, National Human
Rights Commission and the aatity

(e) The parenter guardiansieceased juvenile shall be contacted and the offieehargeshallwait for 24
hoursfor the arrivalof relatives. After the inquesis held, the body should be disposed of in accordance
with the known religion offte juvenile.

(4) In the event of custodial rap and /or sexual abuse , the actionaieneas follows:

(a) In caseany resident makes any compliant or occurrence of such nature come to the knowledge of the
officer-in-charge, a report shall be plackdfore the juvenile justice Board, who in turn, will order for
special investigation. The juvenile Justice Board shall direct the local police station to register case against

the person found guilty under the relevant section of the I.P.C.

(b) The SpecihJuvenile Police Unit will also take dusognizanceof such occurrences and conduct



necessarjnvestigations

(5) In the event of angthercrime committed in respect of residents, the Juvenile Justice Board will take

cognizance and arrange for necessavgstigation to be carried out by Special Juvenile Police Unit.
18.(1) The juvenile of an institution may be allowed to goleave ofabsencé

or released on license and stay with his family during examination, emergencies or special occasions like
marriage in the family etc. Whiléhe leave of absence for short period not exceeding 7 days excluding the
journey time may be recommended by the Officecharge Granting of such leave shall be at the

discretion of theJuvenileJusticeBoard and it cannot be claimed as a right.

(2) The parents or guardian of the juvenile shall subm#gpiication to the Officein-charge requesting

for release of the juvenile on leave, statitegrly the purpose for the leave and the period ledfvthe
officer-in-charge considers that granting of such leave is in the interest of the juvenile, he shahitzdl det
report of the Probation Officasn the advisability or otherwise and forward the case to the Juvenile Justice
Board. While issuing aers sanctioning the leave of absence / or release on license, as the case may be, the
competent authority shatlearly mention the period of leave and the conditions attached to the leave order.

If any of these conditions are not complied with duringléfave period, the juvenile may be recalled to the
institution.

(3) The parent or guardian shall arrange to escort the juvepite &nd to thenstitution and bear the
travelling expenses. In exceptional cases or during an emergency, the-iffibage may arrange to'

escort the juvenile to the place of the family and back

(4) If the juvenile runs away from family during theale period, the pant or guardian are required to
inform the Officerin-charge of the institution immediately and try to trace the juvenile and if found, send
the juvenile to the institution.

CHILD IN NEED OF CARE AND PROTECTION

24. (1) *Child Welfare Committee. There shall be a Child Welfare Committee in every
district, which shall be constituted by the State Government through a notification in the Official
Gazette as per stdgection (1) of section 29 of the Act.

(2) *Composition of the Child Welfare Committee (a) The Committee shall consist of a
Chairperson and four other members, of whom at least one shall be a woman,

(c) The Selection Committee, while selecting the Chairperson and Members of the Committee ,
shall as far as possible ensure that none of them are from any adoption.agen

(3) * The State Government shall provide for such training and orientation in child psychology,
child welfare, child rights, national and international standards for juvenile justicert@imbers
of the Committee as it considers necessary.

(4) *Tenure of the Committee. (a) The Committee shall have a tenure of three yeargland

tenure of Chairperson and Members shall béecminus with the tenure of the Committee,

(b) The Chairperson and Members of the Committee shall be eligible for appointment for a

maximum of two consecutive terms.

(c )Extension of the tenure of members of the Committee shall be on the basis of their

performance appraisal by the District ChildoEection Unit or the State Government and on the



recommendation of the Selection Committee;

(d)With a view to ensuring continuity on completion of the tenure of a Committee, the State
Government shall constitute a new Committee before the expiry of @éha df the existing
Committee; where after the existing Committee shall handover all records and information to the

newly formed Committee.

(e)The Chairperson and Members may resign at any time by giving one month's notice in
writing or may be removed from office as provided in-selstion(4) of section 29 of the Act

(f)Any casual vacancy in the Committee may be filled by appointment of another personhiom
panel of names prepared by the Selection Committee, and shalbfiiglel for the remaininderm of
the Committee. 0.

(ii) Qualifications for Chairperson and Members of the Committee. (a) A person to be
selected as a Chairperson or Member of the Committee shall have either of the following
gualifications, in addition ta minimum of seven years experience in their respective field;

(i) a person with post graduate degree in social work, psychology, child development, education,
sociology, law, criminology and, where such a person is not availabperson with at least a
graduate degree in any of the social science disciplines;

(ii) a teacher, doctor or a social worker who has been involved in work concerning children.

(b)The Chairperson or Member of the Committee shall be a person not less than 35 year of age.

(c )No person shall be considered for Selection as a Chairperson or Member of the Cominittee,
he-

(i) has a previous conviction record;

(i) has been involved in any immoral act or in an act of child abuse or employment ofatiuilo

(i) is holding siwch full-time occupation that may not allow him to give necessary time and
attention to the work of the Committee as per the Act and these rules;

(iv) does not fulfill the qualification and experience prescribed in the Act and these rules and
such a cas the Selection Committee shall after due inquiry ancstablishment of such fact,
reject his application and recommend the name of the persbn from the list of names prepared

for filling the vacancies.

(i) Sitting and conveyance allowances. The Chairperson and Members of the Committee shall
be paid such travel and sitting allowance, as the State Government may determine time to time .

(5) A member may resign, any time by giving one month's advance notice in writing to the
Chairperson.

(6) Any casual vacancy on the Committee may be filled up by appointment of another person and

shall hold office for the remaining term of the Committee.



(7) Members of the Committee shh# paid suchiraveling/ meeting allowance or honorarium as the

Stae Government may decide from time to time.

25. (1) The Committee shall hold its sittings in the premises of a children's home and shall meet on at
least three days a week. The quorum for the meeting shall be three which may include the

Chairperson.

(2) Any decisin taken by an individual membenvhen the Committee is not sitting, shall

require ratification by the Committee in its' next sitting.

(3) Final disposal of a case shall take place from the office of the Committee, by an order. The
Committee shll take into consideration the age, physical and mental health background, opinion of
the child and the recommendation of the case worker, prior to such disposal.

*fi ( On receiving information about child or children in need of care and protection, if
circumstances are such that the child or children cannot be produced before the Committee, the
Committee may move out to reach the child or children and hold its sittirey @ace that is
convenient for such child or children.

(5)The premises where the Committee holds its sittings shall be-trieludly and shall not look like
a court room in any marer whatsoever; for example, the Committee shall not sit @msad platform
and the sitting arrangement shall be uniform and there shall be no withess boxes.

(d) MedicatThe children's home shall halerangement for the medical facility preferably with doctor and
nurse. All children brought into the home shall be medically examined initially within 24 hoarsvail.

The routine medical check up of the children must be done on monthly basis. The sick children shall
constantly be under rdical supervision. In the evemf break out of contagious/infectious diseases,

segregation must be ensured.

The medical seice shall include immunization facility as prescribed by the National

Immunization Schedule. The home shall have networking with local doctor / hospitals for referral cases.

The medicalrecordof each child shall be meulously maintained in the filef the child. The

record shall also include weight and height record, any sickness and treatment, and other physical/mental



problem if any.

(e) EducatioAaThe home shall provide education to all children according to the age and ability, either

both inside lhe home or outside, as per the requirement.

(f) Vocational Trainingeach home shall facilitate for useful vocational training under the guidance of
trained instructors. The home shall develop networkintp Wistitute of Technical Instation (ITI),
Jan $ikshan Sansthan, Government and Private Organization/ Enterprises, Agencies/ NGO's with

experties or placement agencies.

(g) Counsellingeach home shall have the services of a trained counsellor. Services of Child
Guidance Centres, Psychology and Pssitic Departments or similar Agency may also be

availed.

(h) Recreation facilitiest must include indoor and outdoor games, music, television, picnic and

outings, cultural programmes etc.

(i) Care PlanThe incharge, counsellor along with the lchivelfare officer, case workesr social
worker shall prepare a Care Plan for every child in the home. The care plan shall be reviewed
from time to time for appropriate development and rehabilitatiocluding options for
restoratioh to family/foster care/doption and review shall not be delayed beyond a year. The
focus should be on providing famiand community basedindegration programmes. Children
should be . consulted While determining their care plan.

() Intake Procedur&very new child who is bruagght to home shall immediately be taken charge of
by the counsellor/child welfare officer/designated officer, as the case may behilchehall be
received with duecare as provide under these rules, with dignity' and loge. A brief orientation
shall be gven to the child on induction to remove any inhibition from the mind of the child. The
child .shall be immediately be given battiothing food etc. and medically examined. The
despgnated officer shall enter the name of the childthe Admission Register andallocate
appropriateaccommodatiotiacility. The plotograph shall also be done irediately for records
and the case worker shall begire investigatin and correspondence with the person, the child

may have named.

The Officerin-charge shaltee that the personal belongings of every child received by the
home is kept in safe custody and recorded Personal Belonging Register and the item must be
returned to the child when he leaves the home. The girl child shall be searchedrbgle f
member ofthe staff, andwvith due regard to decency.

the child bythe case worker giving the case of death and the death certificate shall be obtained from the
attending doctor or hospital, as the case may be. The information shall be sent to the Committee and
District Level Inspectiomeam, Registrar of Birth and Death, and the relative, if known. The last rites shall

be performed according to the known religion of the child.

(0) Record Keeping\ll the case files of the children nmaained by the institutions and the Juvenile
Welfare Committee shall be computerized and networked so that the data is centrally available .

29. The Government shall constitu State / district city level inspection teams through Selection
Committee constituted under rule Zér a period of 3 years to visit and oversee to-tdagtay function of

the homes and give suitable directions to be followed. The wath also make suggestions for the
improvement and development for the institution. The tehall consist of minimum five members from
representatives of Government, Local Authority, Child Welfare Committee, medical and other experts,
voluntary organizations and reputed social workers. The inspection visit will be carried out by not less than
three members. The team may visit the homes either by prior intimation or by surprise. The team shall
interact with the children during the visits to the institution to determine their will being and uninhibited
feed back. The follow up action on the findingsd suggestion of the children shall be taken by all

concerned authorities.

Defence, Centralnd State level Social Welfare Boards, School of Social Work etc ..

31. (1) For the children in urgent need of care and protection, sudésttite street children,
runaway children etc. the Government shall support creation of the requisite nurabelt@f homg/drop
in centreghrough voluntanprganizations
(2) Such HomesCentres shall have the minimum facilities of boarding, lodging besides the provision for

fulfillment of basic needs in terms of clothing, food, health care and nutrition etc. Such children in crisis



situations may live in shedtay homes which may have the requisite facilities for education, vocational

training and recreation agell.

(3) The Child Wdiare Committees, Special Juvenile Police Units, Public Servants, Childlines,
Voluntary Organizations, Social Workers and the children themselves may refer a child to such shelter
homes. The legal requirements of investigation and didbsill not applyri cases oftildren residing in
the shelter home, except giving information to the committee and the police about the missing or homeless

children besides initiating legal action in the interest ofcthilel in terms of Act or otherhild related laws.
(4) The services of Officein-charge, child welfare officer, social worker shall be provided for the

proper care, protection, development, rehabilitation and reintegration needs of such children.

CHAPTER IV

REHABILITATION AND SOCIAL REINTEGRATION

33. (1) Since the family is the best option to provide care and protection for children, adoption
should be the first alternag for rehabilitation and sociakintegration of children who are orphaned,

abandoned, neglected and abused.

(2) The guidelines omdoptionissued by the Cerdl Adoption Resource Agency (CAR and



Supreme Court judgments issued from time to time shall apply.

(3) Government shllrecognizechildren's homes or State run Government homes as adoption

agencies for in country adoption.

(4) In the case of Intezountry adoption the procedure laid down by the CARA shall apply.

(5) The scrutiny shall however be done independently by a recogagecy recognized for this
purpose. The scrutinizing agency will examine all availaiflermationsand verify the background of the

child before making a recommendation to the Board for adoption of the child.

(6) Any child eligible for adoption, residing unrecognizechomes, for the purpose of adoption, should

be transferred to mcognizechome.

(7) An abandoned child can be given in adoption only when the Child Welfare Committee declares such a
child to be legally free for adoption. An abandomkild shall be legally free for adoption wheuch an

order is signed by at least two members of the Child Welfare Committee.

(8) Before declaring the child as abandoned and certifying him/her as legally free for adoption, the Child

Welfare Committee shiahstitute a due process of enquiry which shall include

(a) A thoroughenquiry by the probation officer/case workers/police, as the case may be will be submitted

within a maximum period of one month.

(b) Declaration by the placement agency stating tthete has been no claimdor the child even after
making notification in at least one leading newspaper including a regional language newspaper, TV and
Radio announcement and after waiting for a period of one month. This 1 month will run concurrently to

the inquiry to beconducted and report to be given as mentioned urdeseqa) above.

(c)The dild Welfare Committee shall make a release order declaring the child legally free for adoption
within the period of 6 weeks from the date of application in the case of children below the age of 2 years
and 3 months in the case of children abthat age.

(d) No child above sevegears who can understand and express heafhiision shall be placed in

adoption without his/her consent.
9) Roleof licensed/recognized Government and @mvernment agencies, for adoption

(&) Inthecase of an almmlonedchild the recognized agency, shafithin 48 hours report to the Child
Welfare Committeealong with the cpy of the report filed with the Foe-station in whose jurisdiction

the child was found abandoned.

(b) The adoption agency mayiiiate the processf clearancet the earliest, in the case of abandonment of
children, for the purpose of adoption within a period of two months for placin9 application before the

Committee for declaring the child legally free for adoption.

Juvenile Justie Board for giving the child in adoption. However, the adoption agencies shall wait
for completion of two montheeconsideratiotime given to the biological parent/parents. However,
efforts may be made for counselling the parents so as to persuade tiegamntthe child. If parents

still are unwilling to retain then such children should be kept initially in foster care or arrange for
their sponsorship.

This counsellor will be in regular contact
with these youths to discuss their rehabilitation plans and provide creative outlets for their energy, to
tide over crisis periods in their life.

(5) The programmes under the scheme would include:

(i) Facilitating employment generation for these youths would be a key programme. After a youth has
saved a sufficient amount, she/he can be encouraged to stay in a place of his/lher own and move out of the
group home. Additionally the youth could contirsiaying in the home and return the deposit to the NGOs.

The youth learning a vocational trade could be given a stipend. This would be stopped once the youth gets
ajob.

(if) Loans to these youth to set up entrepreneurial activities would also be arranged.

(iif) A peer counsellor would also be available for youth at these homes. Since at this stage of life they can
be lured into crime or drug dependence and such other habits or deviant behaviour, hence the need for a

counsellor.

(6) Strategy for childremwho have been juveniles or have left special homes would be to help them return
to normal life and adjust and adapt to their environment. There should be provision for vocational training

of these children to enable them to sustain themselves througbwimeafforts.

CHAPTER V
MISCELLANEOUS

for its object the reception or protection of juveniles or children or the prevention of cruelty to jarehile
which undertakes to bring or to give facilities for bringing up any juvenile entrusted to its care in
conformity with the religion of his birth, may be included within the meaning of fit institution.

(4) After committal of juvenile/child by the competent authority to an institution recognized as a fit
institution with collateral branches, the manager of such institution may send the juvenile to any or the
branches of suchstitution after giving an itimation to the conpetentauthority under whoserders the

juvenile/child was ommitted.

The Superintendent or the Project
Manager and such other staff may be requirédl dive in the quarters provided for them within the
premises of the home.

(5) The number of posts in each category of staff shall be fixed on the basis of capacity of the
institution. The staff shall be appointed in accordance with the educationdficgtiahs, training,
experience.etc., required for each category. The suggested staffing pattern for an institution with a

organization or child participation experts for the setting up and functioning of the Children's

Committees.

(I) developing rules for the functioning of Children's Committees and following it;

58. (1) All the Children's Homes shall be open to visitors with th@nsparencypermission of the
Superintendent / Project Manager, particularly the representatives of loc@8oselfnment, voluntary
organizationssocial workers, researchers, medi@sdemicians, prominent personalities, media and any
other person, as the Superintendent / Project Manager considers appropriate keeping in view the security
welfare and the interest of the child. The Superintendent of the Home shall encourage adtigmantoof

local community in improving the conditions in the Homes, if the members of the community want to serve

the institutions or want to contribute through their expertise.

(2) The Superintendent / Project Manager shall maintain a visitors bookeageks of the visitors shall
be considered by the Advisory Inspecting Authority.

(3) While visiting an institution, the visitors will not say or do anything that undermines the authority of
the Superintendent / Project Manager or is in contraventidavofor rules or impinges on the human
dignity of the child.

(4) The visitors maye allowed to visit observation homes and special homes alsaheéthermission of

the competent authority.

59. (1) The Government shall create a fund at State Level under Section 61 of the Act to be called the
‘Juvenile Justice Fund' (Hereinafter in this rule referred to as fund) for the welfare and rehabilitation of the
juvenile dealt with under the provision$ the Act. Besides voluntary donation, the Central Government

shall also make contribution to State Level Juvenile Justice Fund.
(2)The fund shall be applied :
(a) To implement programmes for the welfare and rehabilitation of juvenile /

children;
(b) To pay grantin-aid to nonofficial organisations
